THE BOOK THIEF BY MARKUS ZUSAK, A
groundbreaking, award-winning novel set during
WorldWar II Germany; is the story of Liesel Meminger,
a foster girl living outside of Munich.

AUSTRALIAN AUTHOR MARKUS ZUSAK GREW
up hearing stories about Nazi Germany, about the
bombing of Munich and about Jews being marched
through his mother’s small, German town. He always
knew it was a story he wanted to tell.

“We have these images of the straight-marching lines
of boys and the ‘Heil Hitlers’ and this idea that everyone
in Germany was in it together. But there still were
rebellious children and people who didn't follow the
rules and people who hid Jews and other people in their
houses. So there’s another side to Nazi Germany,” said
Zusak in an interview with The Sydney Morning Herald.

At the age of 30, Zusak has already asserted
himself as one of today’s most innovative and poetic
novelists. With the publication of The Book Thief,
he is now being dubbed a ‘literary phenomenon’
by Australian and U.S. critics. Zusak is the award-
winning author of four previous books for young
adults: The Underdog, Fighting Ruben Wolfe, Getting
the Girl, and I Am the Messenger, recipient of a 2006
Printz Honor for excellence in young adult literature.
He lives in Sydney, Australia.

What is “One Book™?

Community-wide reading, or “One Book,” programs are designed to promote the value of reading
by recommending a compelling book that links the community in a common conversation. One
Book programs encourage dialogue about a particular book, but also foster lifelong learning and the

development of a strong community identity.

The idea of a community-wide reading of the same book started when the Seattle Public Library launched
in 1998, “If all Seattle Read the Same Book” --- their first effort to promote reading and civic engagement
through a community reading project. Following their success, numerous cities and communities across the

country have implemented a One Book campaign.

HOW IS THE BOOK SELECTED?

The selection committee reviewed several books based upon broad criteria that included:
e A major author with a body of work, or an author who has received lasting literary recognition;
e An author or recognized experts on the author, who would be willing to engage in discussion with

readers at several events;
e A good discussible book;

e A book that is available in quantity, at a reasonable cost, in various media formats

(paperback, large print, audio, or video); and

e A book that is accessible to emerging adult readers (up to a high school reading level).
